Heart—A Minstry to Rape Victims.

This ministry will help these abused
women in accordance with the funds avail-
able.

3. Developing a base for establishing small
to medium business opportunities.

Reestablishing the printing press
Setting up a saw mill.

Micro-business opportunities for indi
viduals.

Small and medium size businesses for
the church to expand its ministry.
