Itis a place
where we can receive women who are in
desperate circumstances, where we

can provide job training and other train-
ing programs and an office for the pro-
gram. It also provides a good visibility

to the community that we actually have a
program in operation.

Our need at this time is to get the neces-
sary funding to keep the house for our
use. We rent it for $500 a month and
with security, paying a director and utili-
ties it costs us about $1000 each month.
The house is actually worth about $700
$800 and we would hate to lose it. Find-
ing something else would be very diffi-
cult and more expensive.
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Because it is foundational to the con-
tinuation of the program, we are seeking
at least 40 people or groups who will
provide $25 per month so we can keep
the center and from there operate the
entire program. These Foundational
Forty would provide the $1000 needed to
keep the program going. It would be ex-
tremely difficult to run it without the cen-
ter. So much has been spent and done
to get it into this condition we would hate
to lose the investment as well.
